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FETES DE GENEVE 2011

Fetes de Geneve, the 10-day cultural 
extravaganza that takes place every 

year in Geneva where India was the 
“Guest of Honour” country this year. 
The festival formally opens on the 4th of 
August and closes on the 14th, attracting 
over 2 million visitors.
Ministry of Tourism had entrusted the 
task of managing the event to ITDC's 
Ashok Events. As "Guest of Honour" 
country, India contributed in the opening 
reception, showcased an opening gala 
concert, and hosted an exclusive India 
Evening.  Simultaneously, Village of India 
“The Great Mélange” was created around 
the central fountain in the Jardin Anglais 
near Lake Geneva.
The opening gala concert  of 4th August 
comprised more than 70 folk dancers 
and musicians with 17 dance forms from 
India. More than 4000 spectators enjoyed 
the performances at the open-air theatre.
Over 100 rural artistes / craftsmen got 
an international platform to showcase 
their talent and traditional arts / crafts, 
74 folk artistes – dancers and musicians, 
21 craftsmen and artisans, 15 chefs, cooks 
and service personnel, 13 support and 
technical team.
The "Village of India", inaugurated on 5th 
August by various dignitaries, presented 
myriad contrasts of the country – its 
culture, cuisines, handicrafts, music and 
architectural splendour.
The entry to the “Village of India” had 

four routes representing the country's four 
different regions. Four entry-paths led 
into the site and each pathway had a gate 
replicating a historical /cultural landmark 
of India viz. the Amber Gate, the Tawang 
Monastery Gate , the Sanchi Stupa Gate 
and the Hampi Pillars Gate.
A pristine white structure, comprising 
of the central dome with four pillars 
was fabricated much like the Taj Mahal 
at Agra. This became the photo-spot for 
most visitors. 
The Fountain Area was the centre of all 
activities, in fact, the nucleus themed 
around the festivals of India. This area 
changed its colours as per the festival of 
the day.
From 6th-13th August, the Village of 
India operated from 12 noon till midnight 
and offered a host of activities – stalls 
of various State Tourism departments 
interacted with the visitors and provided 
insights into the products; various 
handicrafts and handlooms were displayed 
and live demonstrations were given; 
interactive activities were done such as 
free henna application; bindi and bangle 
give-aways; hair-braiding with ‘parandis’; 
saree tying for visitors; astro-palmist 
consultation; yoga classes and massages; 
interactive folk-dance processions in and 
around the Village; tandoori food and 
Indian bread-making demonstrations 
by chefs; an interactive cultural stage, 
puppet-shows and a graffiti-wall, were 
great crowd-pullers. The food court served 

authentic Indian mini-meals and snacks 
to an average of 1500 and more visitors 
per day. Sale of the food court was US$ 
1,92,000 approx. and sale of art and craft 
items was US$ 70,000 approx. The wine 
board representative carried out Indian 
Wine Introduction and Appreciation for 
the visitors.
"Cuisine of India - Geneva da Dhaba" 
was the concept for the food court at the 
festival. Traditional Indian Dhaba setting 
was decorated with colourful umbrellas, 
puppets, lanterns, spices, etc. 
A gala dinner was hosted on the theme 
"Royal India" on 5th August in honour of 
various dignitaries from Geneva at Hotel 
Kempinski.
A reception was hosted by the Geneva 
Tourism at the Globus Mall near Lake 
Geneva before the musical fire-works. 
The penultimate day of the Fetes de 
Geneve had a traditional ritual of an 
hour-long pyromelodious show (musical 
fireworks) over the Lake Geneve. The 
Show was themed “Opera of Fire” and 
was a synchronised and specialised show 
witnessed by over 500000 paid visitors. 
The first part of the Show was dedicated 
to India, centering on an Indian ‘bhajan’ 
and followed by a musical piece from the 
film “Lagaan”. 
At the closing of the Fetes de Geneve, 
a press conference was held by Geneva 
Tourism. The Show put up by India was 
appreciated and in the press release of 
14th August, it was stated “The Geneva 
festival comes to an end. India leaves an 
unforgettable fragrance around the lake 
front.”

criteria. Course Test is conducted at the end 
of the training and Certificates are issued to 
successful trainees.  On completion of the 
training, AIH&TM assists the students 

in finding suitable 
placements.
“Hunar Se Rozgar” 
training programme is 
envisaged not only to 
improve the skills of the 
trainees but also to equip 
them with the right 
attitude and hospitality 
finesse that improves 
the quality of service 
rendered to tourists.
AIH&TM received 
an approval to run this 

scheme through all its 
units in India with a target 
of 1500 candidates. The 
training of the first batch 

was inaugurated in the month of June by 
Secretary (Tourism).
This scheme is currently being run at Delhi 
based Hotels i.e Ashok, Samrat, Janpath 
and Guhawati, Ranchi, Patna, Bhopal. In 
order to ensure that this skill development 
initiative reaches the maximum number 
of youth, AIH&TM has also signed 
MoU’s with leading NGOs like Khushii, 
organisations like Neemrana Group of 
Hotels, Ark Shipping Management and 
ISDC, etc. The objective of the associations 
is to pool the respective strengths, 
resources, expertise and goodwill of each 
for the purpose of creating employablity of 
the youth by imparting vocational training 
in the field of Tourism and Hospitality.
Till date more than 600 trainees have 
been imparted training under this scheme. 

Encouraged by the positive 
response and efforts put in 
by ITDC, the Ministry of 
Tourism  has approved that 
ITDC can design more courses 
under this scheme.

“Hunar Se Rozgar ” scheme 
has been launched by the 

Ministry of Tourism, Government 
of India, to create employable 
skills in the interested youth 
between the age group of 18-28 
years and who are minimum 8th 
class pass.  Under this Scheme, 
the ITDC – run Ashok Institute 
of Hospitality & Tourism 
Management (AIH&TM) has 
been registered as one of the 
Training Providers.  
The Scheme consists of two 
courses – a six-week full time 
training programme in F&B services, also 
covering Housekeeping and an eight-
week full time training programme in 
Food Production.  No application fee or 

course fee is chargeable to the trainees and   
selection of the trainees is on 'first come 
first admit' basis after release of newspaper 
advertisement.
All expenditure towards the training 
fee, lab charges, cost of training material,  
honorarium to Trainers/Faculty, uniform, 
tool kit, stipend, certification fee, press 
advertisements and interviews is met by 
the Ministry of Tourism.   Free meals are 
also provided to the trainees.   
A trainee with a minimum attendance 
of 90% is paid a lump sum stipend of 
Rs.1500/- in case of the F&B service 
course and Rs.2000/- in case of Food 
Production Course.  As ITDC’s Corporate 
Social Responsibility (CSR) initiative, an 
additional stipend of Rs.1400/- is given 
to each trainee after meeting the above
